Transition Day – Thursday 10 July 2025, 8.30am - 2.30pm 
 
Your child will be spending the whole day with us on Thursday 10 July.  
 
Throughout the day, students will engage in a variety of collaborative and team-building activities, culminating in their 
very first House competition.  Starting secondary school can be daunting, so working together, having fun and 
building new friendships all helps break the ice and makes our new Parmiterians feel more settled and less alone in 
their new environment, right from the start.
